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DINING IN BELCONNEN

The Canberra Labor Club has a bistro and a café. The menus include members’ prices, making it worthwhile to take
out membership of the club at a cost of $5.50. In the Mercure Hotel, attached to the Labor Club, you will find
Gianni’s, an Italian restaurant which is open for lunch every day from 11.30am to 2.30pm; for dinner on Sunday to
Thursday from 5pm to 8.30pm, and for dinner on Friday and Saturday from 5pm to 9pm.

In addition, there are several restaurants and cafés within walking distance.

e At 41 Chandler Street, about 100m from the Labor Club, is The Poet, an Indian restaurant which is open from
5pm to 10pm daily. It also does takeaway. Telephone: 0451 925 458. This restaurant is offering 20%
discount to bridge players.

e There is also Chatterbox Espresso Bar, 40 Cameron Avenue, across the street from the Mercure Hotel. It
opens from 6:30am to 3pm on weekdays and from 7.30am to 1.30pm on Saturday and Sunday.

GRAZIER LANE

In Grazier Lane, which is outside the back door of the Labor Club, you will find a number of cafés and restaurants, a
Woolworths supermarket (with a Sushi bar) and a BWS liquor store.

o lkko is a Japanese restaurant at Shop C06/2, Grazier Lane. It is open on Tuesday from 5pm to 9pm, and on
Wednesday to Sunday from 11.30am to 2.30pm and 5pm to 9pm. Closed on Monday. Tel: 0413 360 170.

o Dookkiis a Korean restaurant situated at 2 Grazier Lane. It is open from 5pm to 9.30pm daily. Closed on
Sunday. It also does takeaway and kerbside pick-up. Tel: 0467 853 158.

o Number 10 at 3 Grazier Lane provides modern Australian and café style food. It is open for breakfast, lunch
and dinner, Monday to Saturday, from 7am to 9pm, and for breakfast on Sunday from 7am to 11am. It also
does takeaway. Tel: 02 6220 0356.

There are several coffee shops in Grazier Lane, including Ground and Graze which has a north-facing terrace.

EMU BANK

Emu Bank is about a 500m walk from the Labor Club. If you go out the back door of the Labor Club and walk down the
stairs on the left in Grazier Lane, the street in front of you is Emu Bank. Along this street there are several restaurants.

e Bella Vista, at 84 Emu Bank on the waterfront, is a long-established good quality Italian restaurant.

e The Lighthouse Pub at 80 Emu Bank has a large terrace, with multiple tables, stretching down to the
waterfront. Typical pub food.

e Atthe Belconnen Arts Centre, 118 Emu Bank, you will find Kiln, a café/restaurant on the waterfront with a
diverse menu. It is open on Tuesday to Sunday from 7am to 4pm, and on Thursday to Saturday from 7am to
9pm. Tel: 0489 142 916.

There are also multiple popular food outlets, such as Oporto, Subway and Ali Baba.

CAPITAL FOOD MARKET
At 10 Lathlain Street about 1km walk from the Labor Club, is the Capital Food Market featuring fresh produce and

dining options. Go out the front door of the Labor Club, turn left, then first right into Cameron Street. Keep walking
straight ahead. You will find Lathlain Street on the left.

o Vanilla Pod Pizza and Pasta, open 8am to 9pm daily.

e What the Pho, Vietnamese food. Open on Monday and Tuesday from 10am to 3pm; otherwise 10am to 4pm.
e Kushi, Japanese food. Open on Wednesday to Sunday from 11am to 9pm.

e Sushant’s Indian Cuisine, open on Wednesday to Sunday from 11am to 9pm.

e The Pandan Leaf, Malaysian food. Open on Wednesday to Sunday from 11am to 9pm.

e Taco About, Mexican food. Open on Wednesday to Sunday from 11am to 9pm.
